Plastic petrol fuel tanks to be placed into their respective boats on completion of boating so the boat acts as a bunding in case of leakage.

Decanting is to be done outside and on the plastic overspill trays provided. Spillage should be soaked up by the sand provided. The sand should then be disposed of by a responsible person.

All engines should be run until fuel in carburettors has been exhausted. 
Fuel hoses from tanks must be 

re-connected to the engine to prevent any leakage.
This area is to be kept clean and all rubbish put in the bins provided.
